Origin: This territory was first granted in 1761 to settlers from Enfield, Connecticut, as 

Endfield. In 1766, Governor John Wentworth regranted it as Relhan to honor Dr. Anthony 

Relhan. The doctor was a promoter of sea-bathing as a curative, making Brighton a 

fashionable English resort. The legislature incorporated the town as Relhan in 1788. After 

the Revolution, the legislature repealed the incorporation as Relhan, and the town's name 

reverted to Enfield. Enfield was the site of a Shaker community from 1793 to 1923; those 

buildings are now occupied by the La Salette Brotherhood of Montreal.
